          FBC Gonzales Ministers to Chinese Baptists  
     FBC Gonzales has touched the lives of a small Chinese Baptist Bible study group in a special way. This group 
meets as part of the Chinese Baptist Church of the Greater Tri Cities (CBCGTC) in Johnson City, Tennessee. Many of 
the participants do not have Bibles. With money donated by FBC Gonzales, Chinese-English Bibles were recently pur-
chased and are now being used in the Bible study class. 
     The Chinese Baptist Church meets in the facilities of Central Baptist Church in downtown Johnson City. This small 
church of 44 members has the special task of ministering to Chinese students, professors and medical researchers at 
East Tennessee State Universityäalso located in Johnson City. At their Friday evening fellowship, they will often times 
have over a 100 students in attendance. After fellowship and a delicious meal of Chinese food, they break up into vari-
ous Bible study groups. One of the groups is presented in English for those who are proficient in English or would like 
to improve their English skills. This is the group that the Bibles were purchased for. 
     It is a challenge to help these people who have no background in Christianity come to believe in Jesus Christ. Many 
of them are scientists and will not believe in anything they cannot see and feel. 
     At present two schools in China are sending their students here to study. Next year six schools will send students. 
Pray that the Chinese Baptist Church will be able to effectively minister to the influx of students and lead them to
